1. This is a promise for Believers in Jesus

What good is it, my brothers, if someone says he has faith but does not
have works? Can that faith save him? 15 If a brother or sister is poorly
clothed and lacking in daily food, 16 and one of you says to them, "Go in
peace, be warmed and filled," without giving them the things needed for
the body, what good is that? 17 So also faith by itself, if it does not have
works, is dead. 18 But someone will say, "You have faith and | have works.
Show me your faith apart from your works, and | will show you my faith by
my works. 19 You believe that God is one; you do well. Even the demons
believe--and shudder! 20 Do you want to be shown, you foolish person,
that faith apart from works is useless? 21 Was not Abraham our father
justified by works when he offered up his son Isaac on the altar? 22 You
see that faith was active along with his works, and faith was completed by
his works; 23 and the Scripture was fulfilled that says, "Abraham believed
God, and it was counted to him as righteousness"--and he was called a
friend of God.

2. Power in Ministry and Answered Prayer are directly related to the
fact that Jesus is now at the right hand of the Father in heaven.

Have this mind among yourselves, which is yours in Christ Jesus, 6 who,
though he was in the form of God, did not count equality with God a thing
to be grasped, 7 but emptied himself, by taking the form of a servant,
being born in the likeness of men. 8 And being found in human form, he
humbled himself by becoming obedient to the point of death, even death
on a cross. 9 Therefore God has highly exalted him and bestowed on him



the name that is above every name, 10 so that at the name of Jesus every
knee should bow, in heaven and on earth and under the earth, 11 and
every tongue confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the
Father.
